Has anything changed in your lifetime? Have you had a birth in your family? A death? A marriage? 

Everyone has at least one of these things happen in their life. Another thing that any adult has seen 

change is phones. I am old enough to remember when the phone was on the wall and we had no idea 

who was calling until we answered it. Now, I carry I phone in my pocket and may not answer it if I 

don’t know who is calling.

The phone on the wall was what we knew and we didn’t think anything about getting up to 

answer it.  
 

As we continue to work our ‘ministry plan’, which we as a congregation adopted in May of this year, 

several things the church does will change. (See elsewhere in this newsletter for more information 

about what is happening with our plan.)  
 

Please remember as these changes occur just because something is changed does not mean it did not 

at one time meet the needs of the day. What at one time was ‘current’ and even ‘beautiful’ may not 

meet the needs \ desires of people today and may not be ‘beautiful’ any longer.  
 

Please know that I, and I believe others, appreciate the hard work of the many people who have put 

many hours into the ministry of the congregation. I appreciate the things that have been purchased 

through the years to enhance ministry, including the building, of this congregation. If it had not been 

for people giving so much time, and money, our congregation may not be here today. We would no 

longer be ‘making disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world’.  
 

In order to survive and thrive as a congregation who is effectively “making disciples of Jesus Christ …” 

we need to make some changes to how we reach those who do not yet know Christ. Mark 2:22 talks 

about not putting new wine into old wineskins. We, as a congregation, need to adopt some ‘new 

wineskins’ to reach those who do not yet know Christ, or may be looking for a new church home. We 

do this so that our congregation will be here for years to come and many more will become disciples 

of Jesus Christ and transform our world. Our world does need some things transformed, but that is 

another topic.

The year I began my service as your 

Delegate to Annual Conference I first 

heard the story of the Sand Creek 

Massacre. Of the many terrible things 

that European Americans have done to 

the native peoples of the United 

States, Methodists have taken “Sand 

Creek” as our own atonement since the 

commander of the U.S. Army force 

that was responsible was an avowed 

Methodist and even a former pastor of 

our denomination.  

Col. John Chivington was the 

freely admitted architect and field 

commander of a force of nearly 700 

mounted troops who set upon an 

encampment of Cheyenne and 

Arapaho families who had been invited 

to the area by the U.S. government to 

receive much needed winter provisions 

as a peace offering. These people had 

been uprooted from their former 

homes by a new treaty that reduced 

their subsistence range to less than 

1/13th of what it had been for the 

previous decade. Chivington was 

responsible for guaranteeing the safety 

of the group of largely non-combatants.  

There were fewer than 50 men of 

fighting age among the more than 500 

people camped against the Big Sandy 

Creek on November 29, 1864 when 

elements of the 1st and 3rd Colorado 

Cavalry staged an attack that included 

what the official commentary of one of 

the three formal investigations called 

“…the worst passions that ever cursed 

the heart of man.”  

Chivington’s force pursued those 

who escaped, and even returned to the 

camp to pillage and murder any whom 

they had left alive over the following 

days. His most famous quote, repeated 

proudly during his subsequent 

campaigns for political office, “…kill 

and scalp all, big and little; nits make 

lice.” is perhaps one of the most awful 

things any person of authority can 

have ever expressed.  

The Sand Creek Massacre was not 

the first, the last or even the worst of 

such sins committed by God’s people, 

allegedly on God’s behalf during that 

period of American history, but it is 

one that we can directly attribute to 

our church. As a Methodist, 

Chivington was an Abolitionist and a 

Methodist missionary who volunteered 

in the Colorado Territory during the 

American Civil War, and he is 

recognized as a hero for his role in the 

Battle of Glorieta Pass against the 

Confederate Army.  

At the same time, Dog Soldiers of 

the Cheyenne and Arapaho had been 

waging a terror campaign among 

whites that had settled on their 

ancestral lands during the Pikes Peak 

Gold Rush. The Dog Soldiers, declared 

as their own band to separate 

themselves from the rest of their 

tribes, had revoked the official treaties 

and committed atrocities of their own 

upon white non-combatants.  

This, in a nutshell, is what we 

know. The Wikipedia entry runs to 18 

official references and 64 footnotes. 

There were 24 troopers killed and 52 

wounded demonstrating that there 

was some resistance to their attack 

although it’s been suggested that, due 

to drunkenness, many of the cavalry’s 

injuries were probably caused by 

friendly fire.  

What we can take away from this 

is further appreciation for what God’s 

people need to do. Sand Creek grants 

us a blessing of atonement and 

recognition. It speaks to me of Micah 

6:8 reminding us to act justly, love 

mercy and walk humbly with God. It 

also admonishes us to remember our 

history, and not just the fun bits. As 

Colorado Governor John Hickenlooper 

said at the 150th anniversary, “We 

should not be afraid to criticize and 

condemn that which is inexcusable…. 

We will not run from this history.” 

Praise God!
